Widespread flooding across Top End.

Text message from Penni's phone to Jen. She reports Penni to police as a
missing person.

Gerde and Kristin and Jen are interviewed by police. Jen shows police the

flat where Penni had been living. Police not able to do much—those still on
Country isolated for the Wet; Penni an experienced bushwoman; impossible to
search properly with limited local resources; no evidence of misadventure.
